Candidates passing their EBC*L exam between September 2009 and September 2010 with top scores are invited to the first (national) round 
of the EBC*L Champions League, held in November 2010. The winners of the national contests advance to the International Champions 
League, which takes place in Vienna in January 2011. Here, as part of your national team, you will compete against other candidates to 
become an 'International EBC*L Champion'.

The Champions League exam includes mostly ECB*L Level A topics, namely Business Administration, with some components from the ECB*L 
Level B curriculum, which teaches Business Planning. National leagues are held in their own respective languages, while the International 
Champions League exam is conducted in English. Candidates representing their nation at the International Champions League have the 
opportunity to participate in a unique Business English Camp, specifically customised for the contest.

Participation at the contests and the Business English Camp is completely free of charge. Accommodation and board will be provided be 
provided by EBC*L International.
